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Introduction
Armix CMS is acceptable to work with web-sites of various complexity levels, for managing content of either simple home pages or corporate sites.
All pages of the site are created by means of built-in visual editor (WYSIWYG editor), whose interface is completely similar to the Microsoft Word interface. The whole text and graphic content of the site is saved in database – that is why you should not think any more which name to choose for a file to save or remember its paths on server. All created pages have their unique number. You can refer it to open a page.
PHP code usage in design template and site pages is provided for developers.
Armix CMS supports unlimited number of site templates as well as fast switching between templates. Armix CMS interface is provided in 2 languages (Russian, English) and pages visual editor (WYSIWYG) supports 38 languages!
Armix CMS includes the most necessary units for making and managing the content of full-blown web-site, namely:
· Unlimited number of site templates, fast switching between layouts.
· Unlimited number of sections and their nesting.
· Dynamic titles of site pages which improve the optimization in search engines.
· Ability to add any graphic images and Flash to pages (jpg, gif, swf).
· Visual pages editor (WYSIWYG) supporting 38 languages.
· Ability of searching within the site.
· Site map.
· Navigation on sections.
· Guestbook.
· Photo gallery.
· Banners (3 categories).
· Delimiting of access to site sections for different user groups.

· Instruments providing site content optimization under search engines.

· Search Engine Friendly (SEF) URLs.

No programs specially installed to customer's hosting are required for correct work of site management system (Zend Optimizer is not required!).

Installing the system to hosting
Our specialists will install Armix CMS site management system to customer's hosting FREE.
You can install Armix CMS site management system to customer's hosting on your own using following installation instruction: 
1. Armix CMS site management system distribution kit is supplied in archive. Before installation, extract files from the archive and copy them to root directory of the site on server (see "Hosting technical requirements"). 
2. Change permissions of directories and files by means of CHMOD:
/tmp/ - specify 777 permission
3. Specify MySQL database access parameters by editing the connect.php file: 
$user = 'your_login';
$pass = 'your_password';
$host = 'ip_or_MySQL_host_name';
4. To begin installation, input http://your_site/install.php in browser address bar, where [your_site] is your site address. 
5. Block the access to /admin/ directory by means of .htaccess file. 
6. The installation is complete!
Input http://www.your_site in browser address bar to access the site. 
Input http://www.your_site/admin/ in browser address bar to access the site administration area. 
Design integration
Site design is conventionally divided into 3 parts:
· Top 
· Working area
· Bottom
Pattern of template layout (the layout was chosen as an example and can be changed by customer):
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Integration of site design:
1. Divide the ready HTML-template of your site into 3 parts. 
2. Open “Templates” in administration area of the site. 
3. Input name of new template and click “Add template". New template will be added to list of site templates. 
4. Click[image: image1.jpg]


 to edit the template. 
5. Template edit page will open in new browser window. Insert HTML-code into following forms: Top, Bottom, CSS. You can also change template name at this page. 
6. Click "Change template in base" to save the template in database. 
7. You can activate a template by clicking[image: image2.jpg]


. 
8. Images of HTML-template are located in /images/template[template_id]/ directory on server, where template_id is template number in "Site templates" list.
Site can have unlimited number of templates. Each page can also have its unique template. Template is being chosen in time of editing the page.
Working area of site contains text and graphic content, and remains unchanged in case of choosing another template. 
Please, consult technical support. We will help you to integrate design of your site.
MENU

CMS system allows you to display the menu sections of the site, such as the menu can be removed in the template design of the site.

For a menu, the following functions:

· GetMenu(type) - Displays a menu wheretype  - The type of withdrawal limitUL  orARRAY 

· GetTopMenu(type) - Displays only the main (root) menu, wheretype  - The type of withdrawal limitUL  orARRAY 

· GetChildMenu(type,parentmenuid) - Displays subsidiaries parent menu sections wheretype  - The type of withdrawal limitUL  orARRAY,parentmenuid  --ID  parent section, whose subsidiaries sections should be withdrawn.

For example:

1.To list all the menu designed in view of the list, with the possible disclosure of subsections selected parent menu:

Navigational chain "bread crumbs"

«Bread crumbs» (engl. Breadcrumb) - an element of navigation, a path on the site of his «roots» to the current page where the user is.

Usually represents the band at the top of some of this type:

Glavnaya/Razdel1/Podrazdel2

To post a navigation chain template website design, you must use theGetNavPath (separator)  Whereseparator  - Separator links.

Paste the code into your template design:

Managing site sections
Each page should belong to a section, so before creating a page you have to create its parent section.
How to create new site section
1. Open “Sections” in administration area of the site. 
2. To create new section you should input section name in appropriate filed and choose parent section (i.e. section that will be main for this section). 
If this new section is supposed to be root section then leave the "Input section" field blank. 
3. Click “Add section”. 


How to change site section
1. Open “Sections” in administration area of the site. 
2. Select section to be changed from dropdown list and click “Change section”. 
3. The window of section change will open.
If you need to change the name of existing section input its new name in appropriate field.
If you need to change parent section select the needed one from dropdown list. 
4. Click “Change section”. 


Sorting site sections
1. Open “Sections” in administration area of the site. 
2. Select a section whose subsections are to be sorted from dropdown list and click “Sort section”. 
3. The window of sections sort will open. Input a number at each section. Sorting will be performed by these values.
4. Click “Sort”. 


Blocking/unblocking site sections
1. Open “Sections” in administration area of the site. 
2. Select a section for blocking/unblocking from dropdown list. 
3. Select an action to be applied on section from dropdown list and click “Change”. 
4. Blocked sections are marked with (N) and unblocked sections are marked with (Y) in the dropdown list.
Blocked sections are not displayed on sitemap or in subsections of the site, and they do not participate in search within the site! 
Creating site pages
All static/dynamic pages located in working area of the site are created in “Content” section of administration area.
1. Before creating a page you should create a section the future page will belong to (see  “Managing site sections”). 
2. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
3. Select parent section the page will be created for from dropdown list and click "Create page". 
Editing site pages
To edit/change the page do following:
1. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
2. Select a section to edit from list of created pages of sections. 
3. Click [image: image3.jpg]


 to open visual WYSIWYG editor. All interface of this visual editor is completely similar to the Microsoft Word interface.
There will open new browser window where you can edit selected section. Click "Save" after editing.
4. You can edit pages in html/php editor (for programmers only!). Click [image: image4.jpg]
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 for this. 
There will open new browser window where you can edit selected section. Click "Save" after editing. 
Use [image: image6.jpg]


 preview button to overview the page.
Use [image: image7.jpg]


 button to block the page of the section.
Visual editor can be supplied with support of one of the following languages:
Arabic, Norwegian, Bosnian, Bulgarian, Catalan, Chinese, Croatian, Czech, Danish, Dutch, Flemish, English, Estonian, Finnish, French, German, Greek, Hebrew, Hungarian, Italian, Japanese, Korean, Latvian, Lithuanian, Persian, Polish, Portuguese, Russian, Serbian, Sichuan Yi, Sinhala, Slovak, Slovenian, Spanish, Swedish, Turkish, Twi, Ukrainian, Vietnamese.
Versions of site pages
Each page of the site can have several versions. You can switch between pages versions by single mouse click. To create new page version do following:
1. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
2. To create a new version select needed section from list of created pages of sections. 
3. Click [image: image8.jpg]


 to block current page version.
Blocked pages are marked with (N), unblocked/active are marked with (Y). 
4. Repeat "Creating site pages" instruction to create new page version for this section.
Click[image: image9.jpg]


 to unblock/activate blocked page version.
ATTENTION: only one page version can be unblocked/active!
Page title
All pages can have dynamic title (page title).
You can specify "original" title for each page by means of WYSIWYG editor.
If the page has a tag of static title in site template code then dynamic title will be shown hyphenated after it.
Links
Each created page has its unique number. You can refer it to open the page. You can write links by 2 methods:

METHOD 1: http://www.your-site/?id=N , where N – section number.
METHOD 2: ?id=N , where N – section number.
Let's assume that section number is 32. To create a link to this page by means of visual editor you have to specify in "Insert/change link" menu: http://www.armixcms.ru/?id=32 , or just ?id=32
Armix CMS supports SEF (Search Engine Friendly) URLs. SEF conception implies intuitive URLs which show natural for man logical data structure on server, but not its program interface. Structure is usually envisaged as hierarchy similar to common file system which user is accustomed to. 
Merits are obvious for user:
1. Easier navigation on site 
2. Definiteness 
3. User can remember the URL 
4. Higher position in retrieval requests 
To provide access to a page via static URL, you should fill the SEF URL field when editing the page and specify page alias (for example, alias of this page is my.html).
Now you can access this page via ID or SEF URL:
http://www.armixcms.ru/?id=32
http://www.armixcms.ru/my.html 
Includes area
Includes area - special area (block) in the template design of the site, where you can display the content of any section.

To add a region included in the template, use IncludeArea (ID), where ID  - number section.

IncludeArea (24);
>

An example of the application may be Create News block on the template site.
News

News block on the site is added with Includes area.
To add / edit news to create a new section and a page to this section that will contain all content news block (on the establishment of the section and page here).

Then, through the included area added to the template design of the site this code:

IncludeArea (24);

where 24 - is ID you created earlier news section.

Loading images to site
Armix CMS supports following image formats:
· Graphic images – GIF, JPEG 
· Flash images 
Images added to page are divided in two categories:
· General images 
· Smaller images (larger variant of this image opens by clicking) 
How to add a general image
1. Open “Upload Images” in administration area of the site. 
2. Choose image file. 
3. Leave “Smaller variant of the image” field empty! 
4. Select image format from dropdown list. 
5. Choose parent section which this image will belong to. 
6. Click “Save”.

How to add a smaller/larger image
1. Open “Upload Images” in administration area of the site. 
2. Choose file of larger variant of the image. 
3. Choose file of smaller variant of the image. 
4. Select image format from dropdown list. 
5. Choose parent section which this image will belong to. 
6. Click “Save”.

*larger variant will open after clicking on image. 
Upload files

Armix CMS supports the ability to upload files for the sections:

The maximum size of downloadable file, depending on host configuration.

Add File

1. Go to the administration of the site under the heading "Upload Files”. 

2. Select the file. 

3. Choose a parent section, which will belong to the file. 

4. Press the button "Save”.

After uploading the file, the code reference to it appears in the editing pages in the visual editor WYSIWYG (at the bottom of the page editing). Then use the click Insert / edit link and enter your code links to the file.

Adding images to site
Before you add an image to site you have to load it to database (see  Loading images to site).
To add an image do following:
1. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
2. Select a section to edit from the list of created pages of sections. 
3. Click the button [image: image10.jpg]


 to open visual WYSIWYG editor. 
Images loaded for this section will appear at the foot of the page.
Images added to the page are divided into two categories (for detailed information see Loading images to site):
General images 
Smaller images (larger variant of this image opens by clicking). 
4. Select code of image you want to add to the site (see picture). Selected code will be copied to clipboard automatically.
In visual editor, choose area to place the image. 
5. Click “Insert/change image” button on visual editor panel. 
6. Insert (Ctrl+V) image code from clipboard into Image address field in the opened window. 
7. Click “Insert”.
The image is successfully added to the page! 
Exporting images
Image and Flash files added to the site can be exported (saved on hard disk again) by clicking [image: image11.jpg]


 near the image. 
Implementing searching on site
To implement search function do following:
1. Create “Search” section (you can change name of the section). For detailed information on site sections creating see “Managing site sections”. 
2. Create a page for "Search" section. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
3. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
4. For the “Search” page, click [image: image12.jpg]


 to open html/php editor. 
5. Add following code to the editor:

6. Click "Save" after editing.
The search function is successfully added to the site!
Creating sitemap
To create a sitemap do following:
1. Create “Sitemap” section (you can change name of the section). For detailed information on site sections creating see “Managing site sections”. 
2. Create a page for "Sitemap" section. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
3. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
4. For the “Sitemap” page, click [image: image13.jpg]


 to open html/php editor. 
5. Add following code to the editor:

?>
6. Click "Save" after editing.
The sitemap is successfully added to the site!
Creating guestbook
To create a guestbook do following:
1. Create “Guestbook” section (you can change name of the section). For detailed information on site sections creating see “Managing site sections”. 
2. Create a page for "Guestbook" section. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
3. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
4. For the “Guestbook” page, click [image: image14.jpg]


 to open html/php editor. 
5. Add following code to the editor:

6. Click "Save" after editing.
The guestbook is successfully added to the site!
Creating photo gallery
To create a photo gallery do following:
1. Create “Photo gallery” section (you can change name of the section). For detailed information on site sections creating see “Managing site sections”. 
2. Create a page for "Photo gallery" section. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
3. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
4. For the “Photo gallery” page, click [image: image15.jpg]


 to open html/php editor. 
5. Add following code to the editor:

* the 4 number equals to number of photos across and you can change it!
6. Click "Save" after editing.
The photo gallery is successfully added to the site!
Displaying subsections of current section
To display subsections of current section do following:
1. Create a site section whose subsections are to be displayed. For detailed information on site sections creating see “Managing site sections”. 
2. Create a page for this section. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
3. Open “Content” in administration area of the site. 
4. Click [image: image16.jpg]


 to open html/php editor. 
5. Add following code to the editor:

Banners
Armix CMS supports site banner usage. Banner exchanger unit is intended to organize advertisement elements exposure on pages of sites. Banners can be placed either in site template or site pages.
· Banners can be of 3 categories:
· 468х60 
· 100х100 
· 88х31 
Supported banner formats:
· Graphic – GIF, JPEG 
· Flash-banners 
How to add a banner to the site
To add a banner do following:
1. Open “Banners” in administration area of the site. 
2. Input banner name (it is necessary for administration only). 
3. Choose a banner category (468х60, 100х100, 88х31). 
4. Choose banner file. 
5. Input banner’s URL (only for graphic GIF, JPEG banners required). 
6. Click “Save”. 
After adding the banner will immediately appear in banner list of the site and will be available on the site.
Click [image: image17.jpg]


 to block the banner. Blocked banners do not appear on the site! 
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 to unblock the banner.
Click [image: image19.jpg]


 to preview the banner.
Placing banners on site
Banners can be placed either in site template or site pages. You can add a banner by means of html/php editor [image: image20.jpg]


. All banners are changing dynamically when the site is being updated. To show the banner insert following code into code of your template or site:

Site users
Armix CMS site management system allows usage of user accounts. It provides delimiting of access to certain pages for certain user groups.
Before adding users to the site it is necessary to add groups which these users will belong to. For more detailed information on adding user groups see "Grouping users" section.
Each section of the site can be open for anonymous users, as well as for certain group of site users.
If some certain user group has a delimited access to a section then other groups or anonymous users will have no access to this section.
Site users can be added by administrator or straightly by means of appropriate form on the site. For more detailed information on adding users see "Adding users" section.
Grouping users
Creating/Changing/Blocking user groups is fulfilled in "Users" section of administration area of the site.
1. Before adding users to the site it is necessary to add groups which these users will belong to. 
2. Open "Group Manager: [Add/Edit/Block/Unblock]" section. 
3. Input group name and click “Add group”. 
4. Click [image: image21.jpg]


 to edit the group. 
5. Click [image: image22.jpg]


 to block/unblock the group. 
Adding users
Creating/Changing/Blocking users is fulfilled in "Users" section of administration area of the site.
1. Before adding users to the site it is necessary to add groups which these users will belong to. For more detailed information on adding user groups see "Grouping users" section. 
2. Open "User Manager: [Add/Edit/Block/Unblock]" section. 
3. Fill form fields and click “Add user”. 
4. Click [image: image23.jpg]


 to edit the user. 
5. Click [image: image24.jpg]


 to block/unblock the user. 
Site users can be added by means of registration form on the site. For more detailed information on registration of users see "Registering users" section.

3. Create a page where the registration form will be placed. 
4. By means of html/php editor, add following code to this page:

where # is number of page where the user will be forwarded to after successful registration.
5. Click "Save" after editing.
The registration form is successfully added to the site!
Authorization of users
To add user authorization form do following:
1. Create a page where user will be forwarded to after successful authorization. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
2. Add following code to the site template or certain page by means of html/php editor:

where # is number of page where user will be forwarded to after successful authorization.
3. Click "Save" after editing.
The authorization form is successfully added to the site!
User password recovery
To add user authorization form do following:
1. Create a page where user will be forwarded to after successful authorization. For detailed information on pages creating see “Creating site pages”. 
2. Add following code to the site template or certain page by means of html/php editor:

EnterUser(#);

where # is number of page where user will be forwarded to after successful authorization.
3. Click "Save" after editing.
The authorization form is successfully added to the site!
For optimizers
Armix CMS provides all necessary optimizer instruments for search engine optimization.
There is provided a possibility to add keywords and descriptions either for site in whole or for particular pages of the site, and possibility to change title of each individual page. You can specify "original" title for each page by means of WYSIWYG editor.
You can add KEYWORDS AND DESCRIPTION in 3 different ways:
1. Main KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of site template - will appear on all pages, if this option is on in time of page editing in WYSIWYG editor or HTML/PHP editor. 
2. Unique KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION for each page in time of page editing in WYSIWYG editor HTML/PHP editor with KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of template option off. 
3. KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of template and unique KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of page joint use. In this case, KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of page will be added to the end of KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of template, if KEYWORDS and DESCRIPTION of template option is on. 
4. SEF URL implies intuitive URLs which show natural for man logical data structure on server and improves position of the site in retrieval requests.
For developers
PHP code usage in design template and site pages is provided for developers.
1. Click [image: image25.jpg]


 to open a page in html/php editor. 
2. Use <? ?> tags to add PHP code to the page. ?>


You can access MySQL database directly. Armix CMS uses PEAR::DB as a unit for connection to database (see http://pear.php.net).
To access the database do following:
1. Click [image: image26.jpg]


 to open a page in html/php editor. 
2. Add following PHP code to the page:

where $db points to current database.


It is possible to add data processing forms to pages. Create 2 sections. The first one will contain the form. The second one will contain PHP code for processing data of the form and for data transmission result output.
Data backup
To create a backup copy of your site working under Armix CMS do following:
1. Copy website files from hosting server (it is recommended for the case of template images updating only). 
2. Create MySQL database dump (export). (recommended to do regularly). To create MySQL database dump (export) use hosting in-built facilities, or database export facilities of phpMyAdmin program, or mysqldump command.
